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Intervention and Assessment Protocol

1) Danger To Self behavior (DTS) --. if patient presents an ideation, plan, or attempt of suicide --




2) Danger To Others behavior (DTO), -- if patient presents an ideation, plan, or attempt of homicide or assault to others—



3) Victim of Domestic Violence.


4) Mental Status Exam -- if patient’s mental status appears in question, [e.g. the person is NOT oriented to; Person (self), Place, Situation or Time.  If the person appears delusional, experiencing derealization, hallucinating, or patient’s thought processes appear impaired or unintelligible].









5) Bereavement -- if patient dies and one or more family member(s) request, grief counseling. — OR — If patient dies in an untimely manner or unexpectedly and patient’s family is on scene and one or more family member(s) requests grief counseling. 






6) Drug and/or Alcohol issues-- if patient presents with a drug or alcohol problem and wishes to obtain help in overcoming the addiction.  
7) Homeless; if patient presents as homeless and in need of shelter.
